The rates for the retreat are as 

follows:

      $105/person  double occupancy 

      $115/person  single occupancy 

Extra nights  no food service on Wednesday or 

Thursday 

      $34/ night/.person  double occupancy 

      $38.50/night/person  single occupancy 

      If you are sharing a room with a room mate for 

the weekend and you want to come the extra 

nights and your room mate doesn t, then the extra 

nights will be at the single occupancy rate for you 

and the 2 weekend nights will be at the double oc-

cupancy rate for you and your room mate. 

If you can t come for the entire weekend you can 

come on a daily basis at a nominal rate of $5/ day 

unless you order a meal on Friday or Saturday 

then you will only pay the cost of the meal.
