Sunshine and Stained Glass Workshop  

On Saturday, March 10, Linda Poole will be conducting a 
1/2 day workshop from 9am to noon on "Sunshine and 
Stained Glass," a simple project for those of you wanting 
to try your hand at her stained glass technique, which is 
fun and easy. Linda will be teaching both the hand and 
machine methods, but you will not need your machine for 
this class due to the time constraints.  Any questions can 
be directed to Linda at lpoole@ptd.net.  We still have 
some vacancies, so it's not too late to sign up. For those 
wishing to take the class, but haven't signed up yet, here 
is the supply list: 

One fat quarter of sunshine colored fabric; 

18-1/2" square dark blue fabric for background; 

(4) strips 1-1/2" x 20-1/2" light blue for inner border; 

(4) strips 2" x 22-1/2" dark blue for outer border; 

basic sewing supplies, including thread to match fabrics, 
your favorite appliqué needle (if learning hand method), 
freezer paper, paper and fabric scissors, permanent black 
marker, and iron and ironing pad. 

sewing machines ARE NOT needed. 

There is a $15 fee payable to Linda at the time of the 
class which will include the full size pattern, glue stick and 
11 yards of fusible bias tape.

Itôs time once again to travel to Lancaster for the 
annual quilt show.  This year, the trip will be on Thursday, 
April 12.  We will travel on Lincoln Bus Lines and leave 
from the Wal-Mart parking lot (behind the gas station) at 
8:00 a.m.
